
 
ADMISSION APPEAL FORM 

 
 
Applicants to the university who do not meet regular admission requirements may request further 
consideration by submitting information which demonstrates their potential for academic success 
at the University.  Although consideration may be based on one or more of the following factors: 
socioeconomic background, parents level of education, special skills or talents which will 
enhance the University environment, extracurricular activities and the status of the applicant’s 
school learning environment, students are encouraged to appeal if the academic credentials (test 
scores and/or grades) have changed significantly. 
 
In order to be considered for this option, applicants are required to complete this form and 
return it to the Office of Admissions with a personal statement and letters of support.   
 
The statement should include information explaining why the student should be considered for 
admission and the supplemental factor(s) that form the basis for his/her request. 
 
In addition, applicants are required to submit letters of support from school counselors, teachers, 
and/or personal references who can confirm that there is reasonable evidence that the student can 
succeed academically at the University of Houston.  
  
Applicants must have a completed application on file in the Office of Admissions for the current 
semester, which includes the application fee, all official transcripts and test scores (if required).  
Requests for individual review from applicants that do not have a complete application on file in 
the Office of Admissions, or who fail to include a personal statement and letters of support may 
not be processed.  Graduate students are not eligible for Admission Appeal Review.

Admission Appeal Review sessions occur periodically throughout the year.  You will receive notification 
by mail after your documents have been reviewed.  To be assured that your documents can be reviewed for 
the semester applied, this form and all required documents must be RECEIVED by the Office of 
Admissions no later than the appropriate date indicated below:

 Fall 2008 Thursday, July 5, 2008 
 
The University may, at its discretion, consider Admission Appeal requests after the deadlines listed above.  
However, prospective students cannot be assured that materials received after the appropriate deadline will 
be reviewed.  Students admitted after regular registration for the semester in which they are applying must 
register during late registration.  Course selection may be limited and many classes may be unavailable 
during the late registration cycle.
