66 semester hours of lower division transfer hours may be applied toward a bachelor's degree.  The last 30 semester hours to be applied toward a 

bachelor's degree must be completed, uninterrupted, at the University of Houston, main campus.  



NOTES FOR POLS B.S. CHECKLIST  

 

* Completion of a core curriculum is required for all Bachelor’s degrees. COURSES APPROVED TO SATISFY THE  

CORE CURRICULUM ARE LISTED AT: http://catalog.uh.edu/content.php?catoid=6&navoid=1092 

* POLS majors may satisfy Math/Reasoning core with POLS 3312 or POLS 3316, which will also count toward the POLS 

major requirements. However, note the course will count for a total of three credits towards the 120 needed for the degree.  

* POLS majors may satisfy the Language, Philosophy and Culture core requirement with POLS 3340, 3342, or 4343, any of 

which will also count  as an advanced elective in the major. However, note the course will only count for a total of three 

credits towards the 120 needed for the degree 

* POLS majors may satisfy the Creative Arts requirement with POLS 2341, which will also count as a lower division elective 

in the major. However, note the course will only count for a total of three credits towards the 120 needed for the degree.  

 

* POLS majors are required to take POLS 3310, which will satisfy the core curriculum requirement of three hours of 

Writing in the Disciplines. Again, note that the course will only count for a total of three credits towards the 120 needed 

for the degree. 
 

* Candidates for any Bachelor of Science degree must complete at least 12 semester hours (including core hours) in the  

formal sciences, i.e. mathematics, computer science, formal logic, or statistics, AT LEAST SIX SEMESTER HOURS OF 

WHICH MUST BE IN MATHEMATICS.  Courses applied to this requirement must either be core approved mathematics or 

math/reasoning courses or have as prerequisites at least six hours of such courses.  

 

*The College of Liberal Arts and Social Sciences  (CLASS) requires all majors to take 9 semester hours of courses from 

three different fields of study in CLASS.  These courses must be:  

i. Outside the major field; 

ii.  From the fields of: African American studies, Air Force science, American cultures, American 

Sign Language, anthropology, Arab studies, art, art history, Chinese, classical studies, communication, 

communication sciences and  disorders, dance, economics, English, French, geography, German, 

Greek, global and international studies, Hispanic studies,  history, honors, India studies, 

interdisciplinary studies, Italian, Japanese, Jewish studies, kinesiology (excluding one credit courses, 

Latin, Latin American Studies,  liberal studies, Mexican American studies, military science, music, 

naval science, philosophy, psychology, religious studies, Russian, Russian studies, sociology, Spanish, 

theatre, Turkish, Vietnamese, world culture and literature  and women, gender, and sexuality studies;  

iii.  in addition to the core curriculum; and  

iv. in addition to courses used to satisfy the foreign language requirement for a Bachelor of Arts 

degree 

 

 

* Please note the following: 

i. At least 24 of the 30 semester hours in political science must be advanced. 

ii. Students must complete at least 15 of the required 30 semester hours in political science in 

residence at the University of Houston. 

iii. Nine of the 15 resident hours must be advanced. 

iv. No more than six total semester hours of D in political science will be counted toward degree 

requirements in the major.  

v.      No more than six semester hours of special problems courses/and or internships may be used to 

satisfy any major requirements in political science.
