The University of Houston (UH) and Kukulcan Educational Spanish Community offer a unique intensive language and cultural learning experience in Cuernavaca, Mexico. During this immersion in Spanish and Mexican culture, students may take courses in the Beginning (1000), Intermediate (2000) and Advanced (3000) levels.

The total Program cost includes :
· Academic Tuition Fee, (30 contact hours per week) and books

· Accommodations with a host family in double room occupancy, three meals a day and

daily transportation to school (return is on your own)
· Wireless internet access at school when the student brings his/her own lap-top
· Hispanic Studies Transfer Fee 

· If airfare arrangements are desired, please read payment options given below.
· Transportation to and from Mexico City to Kukulcan for those opting for Payment Plan 2.
You will be responsible for the following:
· Valid passport, as well as a visa (if required) if you are not a US citizen. Please check.
· Airfare, if payment option two, is chosen.
· Health insurance coverage while in México. 
· Personal spending money, excursions and, laundry money.
PAYMENTS:

There are two options for payment depending on your decision for travel to Kukulcan: 

1. Without airfare: 
a. A First payment of $155 (US) non-refundable is due two months prior to your arrival in Kukulcan.
Please contact Kukulcan for bank account information.

b. The Last payment of $1200 (US) is due upon your arrival in Cuernavaca by traveler’s checks or cash. Payment may be made in advance from the US via wire transfer. Contact Kukulcan for bank account information.

2. With airfare: 
a. A First payment of $855 (US) non-refundable is due one month prior to your arrival in Kukulcan.

b. Please contact Kukulcan for bank account information. Please note that airfare might vary (up or down depending on the availability).

c. The Last payment of $1200 (US) is due upon your arrival in Cuernavaca by traveler’s checks or cash. Payment may be made in advance. Contact Kukulcan for bank account information.
CREDITS: 

All credits from courses listed below are accepted by University of Houston and affect the GPA. Note that a grade of “C” or better is required for passing and an attendance policy of 90% is expected. The Office of International Studies and Programs (OISP) will register you at UH and, on your completion of the program, a transcript will be sent and your grades will be posted by OISP. However, you will need to complete the reentry process on return with Blanca Bradley and Parul Fernandes for grades to be posted.

  PROGRAM HIGHLIGHTS:
· Personalized attention (with an average of 5 students per class).

· Native professors highly qualified in Spanish.

· Everyday language practice enhanced by living with a carefully chosen Mexican host family.

· Excursions to cultural and recreational sites are optional.  Students are responsible for paying.
· Excellent facilities - adequate classrooms, spacious yards, swimming pools, wireless internet at school for students who have laptops.

· Complete Kukulcan’s admission application at www.kukulcan.com.mx and submit via email to Kukulcan’s Admissions Office (info@kukulcan.com.mx) at least two months prior to arrival.
· Complete Kukulcan’s placement exam via website.
· Remit your non-refundable deposit of $155(US) or $855(US) (when choosing the airfare option).
