The University of Houston (UH) and Sol Education Abroad offer a unique intensive language and cultural learning experience in Granada, Spain. During this immersion, students may take courses in the Beginning (1000), Intermediate (2000) and Advanced (3000) levels.

Schedule an appointment with Blanca Bradley (bbradley@uh.edu), Study Abroad Advisor for the University of Houston’s Office of International Studies & Programs (OISP) to turn in your Study Abroad application, relevant documents and have your OISP Affiliated Fee posted.

TOTAL Program COST:    $3,600(US) minus Scholarship of $150(US) = $3,450(US)
*Included in the cost is:  ground transportation, accommodations with a host family, three meals a day, laundry, books, 3 weekend excursions, weekday activities (such as dance classes, soccer matches, museum visits, cooking classes, etc.), international medical insurance, welcome and farewell event, Hispanic Studies Transfer Fee and OISP’s Affiliated Studies Fee. Not included in the above price are: round trip airfare or personal spending money.
PAYMENTS:

The First payment of $100(US) non-refundable OISP Affiliated Studies Fee is payable to the University of Houston.
The Second payment of a $150(US) program deposit is due when you complete your Sol Education Abroad application. You can pay online using check or credit card. The Final payment of $2,495(US) is due six weeks prior to your program start date. You can pay online using check or credit card or mail a check.
CREDITS: 

The University of Houston’s Special Program allows the students to decide which course to take from the courses listed below. The 3 week immersion is equivalent to a semester workload (between 3 to 5 credits). Note that a grade of “C” or better is required for passing and an attendance policy of 90% is expected. Transcripts will be sent to UH by Sol Education Abroad and grades will be posted by the Office of International Studies & Programs (OISP). Grades will reflect the proper letter grade according to the University of Houston grading scale. The transcript earned from the foreign institution follows the University of Houston’s grading scale.

PROGRAM Highlights:

APPLICATION PROCESS:

a) Complete OISP’s Study Abroad Admissions Application by going online to www.uh.edu/studyabroad. Submit and make a printout to turn in to Blanca Bradley, Study Abroad Advisor on your first office visit.
b)  Schedule an appointment with Blanca Bradley by email at bbradley@uh.edu or by calling 713-743-4687. During your first appointment, Ms. Bradley will inform you of other documents which are required to complete your file. Deadlines concerning completion of your file will be given to you at that time.
c) Download the Course Equivalency Form from the OISP Study Abroad website, fill out accordingly and take it to the Hispanic Studies Dept. for signature by the Advisor and then take it to the Dean’s Office for signature.  Return the form to Blanca Bradley in the OISP Office, located at 501 E. Cullen Bldg., Room 501 F, after it has been signed. 
d)  The $100 US non-refundable OISP Affiliated Fee will be posted by the OISP staff.
e) Complete Sol Education Abroad’s online application at www.soleducation.com/apply at least 2 months prior to your first day of class.

f) Please pay your $150(US) deposit to Sol Education Abroad when you apply.
