Select six semester hours of approved advanced electives in business.
Proposed:
Supply Chain Management (24 semester hours)
Prerequisite: SCM 3301 Service and Manufacturing Operations with a grade of C+ or better.
Requirements:
1. Complete SCM 4301, SCM 4330, SCM 4350, SCM 4362, SCM 4367, SCM 4390,

2. Select six semester hours of advanced business electives from among the following
electives: SCM 4302, SCM 4312, SCM 4351, SCM 4397, SCM 4380, MANA 4340 or FINA 4371.
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Rationale: This change is being made to establish a consistent body of supply chain management
knowledge among SCM majors, while encouraging students to develop a deeper understanding
in one of three focus areas: energy supply chain, sourcing and procurement, and supply chain
analytics. This change also adds the minimum grade requirement to the SCM 3301 pre-requisite
and adds two additional advanced electives to the original list.
