Course Purpose:

The goal of this course is to explore the psychology of gender through an understanding of archetypal dimensions of Female/Male, Feminine/Masculine and contra-sexuality as a basis for gender differences, social behaviors, roles and public policies.  Emphasis will focus on empirical evidence from our text and gender manifestations in the collective unconscious through ancient myths.  Practical aspects toward better communication and more authentic relationships will underlie our study. 

Learning Outcomes:
 --Students will attain, through lectures, reading, exams and extra credit papers knowledge about gender similarities and differences, male/female biology, feminine/masculine psychology and gender-oriented relationships and issues.
--Class discussion of primary sources and secondary readings will help students develop critical reading and analytical skills.
--Extra credit opportunities and exam answers will help students improve writing skills.
Course Requirements:

Your grade will be determined by your performance on three exams, each counting 1/3 of your grade.  Extra credit can enhance your final grade by moving it up a “notch” from, say, B to B+ with three extra credits.  A trip to the Holocaust Museum is worth 2 extra credits.  You must write a page or so of a movie review or an article or a trip to the Museum. Turn it in at last exam.
About half of the material will come from class lectures, half from reading assignments. 
There will be ample review before each exam to help you focus on pertinent material. 
Exams:

Exams will be made up of multiple choice items worth 2 ½ each and short answer questions worth 5 points each.  On the percentile scoring I am giving you 10 pts on each exam to make it fairer. Questions will cover the reading and lecture material.  Exams are not cumulative; the third exam will cover the last portion of the course.  It is hoped that you will find the course insightful, informative and interesting.
The Exams will be at 9:30 am to 11:00 am on three Saturdays, Sep 23, Oct 28, Nov 18.    The location for Exams will be on www.uh.edu/~hwagan  as will all handouts.
