Joseph Disbrow Administrators of all and singular the Goods, Chattels and Credits of David Dye, decd (?), late of Windsor in the County of aforesaid deceased, do make, or came to be made, a true and perfect Inventory of all and singular the Goods, Chattels and Credits of the said Deceased, which have or shall come to the Hands, Possession or Knowledge of the said Hannah Dye Daniel Disbrow J____ Disbrow or into the Hands of any other Person or Persons for their Use, and the same so made, exhibit or cause to be exhibited into the Registry of the Prerogative Court, in the Secretary's Office at Burlington on or before the fourth Day of June next ensuing; and the same Goods, Chattels and Credits of the said Deceased, at the Time of his Death, or which at any Time after, shall come to the Hands or Possession of the said Hannah Dye Daniel Disbrow & Jn.
