o Bilingual education major may substitute CUIN 3310 – Foundations of Bilingual Education, K-12; for three hours of Humanities and Fine Arts 

(liberal arts) courses in the Minor. 

o No more than 3 SCH can be taken in Spanish “language” courses.
