Middle - High School: Reading to Learn 

• Sessions will target phonological awareness (decoding 
words), vocabulary development, grammar, and reading 
comprehension to support the student's academic progress  

• Suitable for children who have difficulty putting their 
thoughts into writing, spelling words correctly, or 
understanding a reading passage 

• Speech/language evaluation, school FIE (evaluation), or IEP 
goals required to enroll 

• Progress report & home program provided at the final session
