• Conceptualize and create three to four, two minute mini-documentaries about the 

creative process of the American Festival of the Arts student 
choreographer/composer collaboration 

• Work in a professional production studio

• Proficiency in Mac OS, Premiere Pro CC and/or Final Cut X 
• Organized, with an ability to prioritize quickly 
• Creativity and flexibility

and general A/V equipment
