v" Submit 2 copies of the application form

v Submit 2 copies of the candidate’s one page statement in English (single space,
font no smaller than 12 pts), stating the reasons for the application.

Submit 2 copy of the degree plan in French (if available)

All completed applications and justifying documents must be turned in to the
MCL office (613 AH) by March 1, 2012, at 5 PM.
