SOC 3301 is 3
hours credit.

SOC 3300 and Soc 3400 should be taken during junior year and SOC 3401 or SOC 3301 should be taken
senior year. Students cannot enroll in SOC 3401 or SOC 3301 until SOC 3400 is completed.
