If the grantee does not complete the service obligation or decides during the undergraduate or graduate program that he
or she does not want to continue, the grant converts to a Federal Direct Unsubsidized Stafford Loan that the student
must pay back. The final regulations for the TEACH Grants allow for a six-month grace period between when a
student’s grant converts into a loan and when he or she must start paying it back. Interest on the loan starts accruing
from the date grant funds were first disbursed.
