Proof of Phi Theta Kappa membership with (1) “PTK Member” printed or stamped on your college transcript OR (2) a letter from the chapter advisor.  Photocopies of your PTK certificate or id card is  NOT accepted. 

(3) Two letters of recommendation from professors, counselors, advisors or employers. 

(4) List of honors/activities in resume or essay format.

(5) Official college transcript(s) that are sealed in the issuing institution’s envelope.
The following conditions apply:

(1) Must have completed at least 45 transferable credits from a community college.

(2) Must be working toward first baccalaureate degree.

(3) Must enroll in at least 12 semester hours at UH each fall and spring semester.

(4) Must maintain a minimum GPA of 3.00 each semester while at the University of Houston.

(5) Must be admitted to the University of Houston by scholarship deadlines.
Scholarship Deadlines:        Fall  = June 1           Spring  = December 1
