Teachers who successfully complete the program will receive a $1000.00 fellowship stipend in the November 
following the spring seminars.  Please be aware that this is a rigorous program that will take time to complete.  It is 
also extremely rewarding!  To successfully complete the program you must: 

1. Attend seminar meetings regularly and on time, missing no more than three meetings during the course of 
the semester. 

2. Submit by the deadline a curriculum unit (15-20 pages single spaced) that is acceptable by the editorial 
staff for publication by HTI. 

3. Work as a classroom teacher in a Houston area school for the following school year.
