1. HISTORY TAKING

from patients and families with 
guidance

HPI and past medical history most of 
the time. May require some guidance 
from the preceptor.

The student is able to perform a 
LIMITED physical exam as expected for a 
beginning medical student, most of the 
time. May require some preceptor 
guidance in technique.

History and Physical  
 
COURSE OBJECTIVE Document history 
and physical exam findings, using a 
rubric. 
The student is able to write a history 
and physical exam, at a level expected of 
a FIRST SEMESTER medical student.*
