Jury and Thursday Voice Recital Requirements for Voice Students Taking One-hour Lessons*

MUSA 1300              4 Songs         4 Songs 2 Languages  Teacher Discretion  
 

Freshmen who perform on the TVR are responsible for only 3 additional songs for the jury.  
 
MUSA 2300 (1st semester)         5 Songs         4 Songs, 3 Languages  One Appearance  
MUSA 2300 (2nd semester barrier)   6 Songs       5 Songs, 3 Languages One Appearance   
   
 Repertoire performed on a TVR may not be included on the final Voice Jury for Sophomore-Senior.  
 

A Barrier Jury is required at the end of the Sophomore year for promotion to the Junior 
level as a Vocal Performance Major.   Three languages must be presented at this jury. Three 
weeks prior to the jury, the faculty will assign an additional song or aria that the student will self-
prepare, i.e., translate, memorize and present without additional instruction or coaching.  Without 
the barrier, the repertoire requirement is the same as MUSA 2300 in the first semester.

*Language, repertoire, and jury requirements for students taking one-hour lessons are the same, regardless of major.   
The only exceptions are the TVR requirements for music education majors and those in the Bachelor of Arts degree  
programs.  The studio teacher has discretion as to Freshmen TVR appearances, but Sophomore through Senior Music 
Music Education majors must perform on the TVR at least once per semester.  Recital requirements are as stated above.
