ARTICULATION AGREEMENT

This Articulation Agreement ("Agreement”) is entered into by and between the following universities and community
colleges (also referred to herein "CABNET Participants” or. "Participants”)

The Cansortium for Advancing to Baccalaureate Nursing Education in Texas (heremafter relerred to as 'CABNET")
has been established tor nursing schools to provide a seamiess ADN to BSN curriculum, with ADN exit, that reduces
barriers and duplication in a "1+ 2+ 1 Model” and improves seamless articulation/transfer from ADN to BSN education
to help meet the Institute of Medicine’s Future of Nursing recommendation that 80% of nurses will have a bachelor’s
degree ar higher by 2020. The CABNET participants agree to the follawing terms, and conditians

ARTICLE 1 - ORIGINAL TERM, AMENDMENT, RENEWAL, AND TERMINATION

1. This Agreement shall become effective as to each participating unwersity and community college upon
execution of this Agreement.

2. Amendments to this Agreement and its Appendices must be in writing and approved by the designated
represantatives of each CABNET participant.

3. Any Participant to this Agreement may terminate its participation in this Agreement with any ather Participant
by providing six (8) months prior writlen notice to the other Participant A tefrmination undet this paragraph
shall not terminate a Particpant’s particpation in this Agresment with the other CABNET Participants to the
Agreement.

4. This Agreement shall be reviewed every three years and will be automatically renewed for a successive three
year term unless a Participant to the Agreement, at least six months prior to the end al any term, givas written
notice of its intent 10 amend the agreement or terminate s participation in this Agreement

5, Inthe event of termination under either paragraph 3 or 4 of this section, enrolled students shall be permitted
lo complete their current pragram at the terminating Party’s option.

ARTICLE Il - RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES

1 Each particspating communtty colfege will award the Associate aof Applied Science {AAS) degree in nuising and
each participat:ng university will award the Bachelor of Science w1 Nursing (BSN) degree

2. Each communtty college will create a one-page Community College Worksheet with ane or mora curncula for
transfer to 3 RN'to-BSN pragram Lhat contains as close to 54 semester credil hours a5 possible, meets ther
Texas Common Care curniculum and includes the standardized 45 semester credit hours appraved by the Texas
Assaciation of Deans & Diractors of Professional Mursing Programs In lanuary of 2012 (see Appendix A), any
other courses required to meet local requirements such as pre-requisites for any of the courses in the set 45
hours. At least one curriculum plan will iInclude chemistry

3. Participating umiversities will review each community college curnculum plan and indicate wh ch ptan(s) they
will agree to accept and not require any further lower division general education courses,

4 CABNET partlcrpants agree to share evaluation and outcome daia as requested by the Texas Higher Education
Coordinating Board {“THECE") to a central repository. in complianca with Family Education Rights and Privacy
Act {"FERPA") regulations, Federal Regulations Titie 34, Part 99, data will be released n the compaosite unless
student consent 15 obtained \a release personal information.
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ARTICLE il - INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR STATUS

Relationships: CABNET parucipant intend that each Party's relationship to any other at all umes and for all purposes
under this Agreement 15 1o be that of an independent contractar. No Party is considered an agent or employee of
any other Party for any purpose, and no Party, nor any ol its agents, employees, or students is entit i&d 1o any of the
benefits that other Parties provides its employees, uniess specif cally provided otherwise in this Agreement . This
Agreement shall not create any nights in any third parties  specifically any students paruicipating in the program . The
onfy Parties to this agreement are CABNET participants .

ARTICLE IV -LIABILITY

Liability. Each Party will be respansible for its tortious acts and those of its officers, amployees or agents except to
the extent that Texas law limits liability of a public insbitutian, its officers, agents and employees.

ARTICLE V - SEVERABILITY

if any terrm or provision of th s Agreement is held ta be invahd for any reason, the invalidity of that section shall no
affect the validity of any other section of this apreememt prowided that any nvalid provision s nat matenal to the
everall purpose and operalions of this Agreement, The remainuing provis ons of this Agreement sha ticontinue n tull
force and effect and shall iy no way be affected, impasred, or inval dated

ARTICLE VI - DISPUTE RESOLUTION

Dispute Resolutian: The CABNET participants agree that they will attemps to resolve any dispute between them
arising out of or related 1o this Agreement at the lowest appropnate evel of admimstration possible. f a d spute
continues ta be unresolved, the Deans for each affected party shall be adwsed of the ssue and shall meet to
negotiate an acceptable resolution within 60 days of notice of the dispute .
