The Center for Fraternity and Sorority Life (CFSL) offers a values-based opportunity for students to 
participate in leadership and service opportunities both on campus and in the community.   We are 
dedicated to providing opportunities to enhance and develop leadership competencies and skills towards 
the personal and professional growth of the entire fraternity & sorority life (FSL) community and those 
interested in becoming part of it. Opportunities such as Presidents’ Leadership Summit, Future Greek 
Leaders Academy, and the Fraternal Excellence Program serve as options for students looking to grow in 
these areas. 

Through our programming, the Center offers opportunities for students to develop an understanding of 
the shared values and purpose of the FSL community and the importance of values-based leadership 
within the experience.

Greek Weeks are long standing traditions within the 
FSL community and in our benchmarking of other peer institutions, including the Big 12, Greek Weeks 
take place at West Virginia University, Iowa State University, University of Central Florida, University of 
Texas- Dallas, and many more.
