The faculty of the CSWE-accredited Master of Social Work program seeks a dynamic colleague committed to
teaching excellence, research, and service. The position will remain open until filled.

Duties & Responsibilities: Candidates must have a Doctorate in social work or closely related field and a
MSW degree and three-years post-MSW practice experience preferred. The successful candidate will
demonstrate a research capacity and the potential to generate external research funding. In addition,
the department is seeking individuals with a willingness to teach primarily in the BSW Program and
develop the BSW field practicum. Previous experience or interest with online teaching is desired. The
candidate will be expected to teach, advise students, engage in scholarly activities, participate on
university/college/department committees, and provide community service.
