We seek a colleague who is research active 
with a beginning record of scholarship and a clear plan for continued research activity.

 An earned doctorate in Social Work or closely 
related field, completed by August 1, 2015

 At least one Social Work degree  

 A record of outreach and service and/or 
experience in teaching 

Appointment: This is a 9-month tenure track position beginning August 2015. Salary for this position is negotiable 
and commensurate with the candidate’s qualifications and experience.

Application Procedure: Applicants are asked to submit a curriculum vitae along with a letter detailing 
qualifications and interest in the position; commitment to diversity; a description of their program of research; and a 
reflection on their fit with the School, College, and University. Applicants must also submit three letters of reference 
and two samples of their written work.  

To ensure full consideration, 
application materials must be received by November 3, 2014. Review of applications will begin immediately, with 
screening interviews planned for CSWE APM in Tampa, Florida, October 23-26. Late submissions will be 
considered if suitable candidates are not identified by the deadline.
