work interns. 
 Seek ways to appropriately evaluate effectiveness of program and 

implement a system to monitor progress of students’ social and emotional 
development. 

Children Services 
 Coordinate testing of children with assistance of the Program Director. 
 Work with teachers, parents, and professional team to identify children 

with social, emotional, behavioral, and developmental needs. 
 Provide therapy, including group and individual, to children with 

developmental delays or behavioral issues. 
 Assist in students’ transition to new schools. 
 Seek and establish relationships which help Small Steps to better meet the 

developmental needs of its children.   
Family Services 
 Provide modeling and training to parents on behavioral strategies used at 

Small Steps. 
 Partner with families to build relationships in order to help meet the social 

and emotional needs of the children and their primary caregivers.     
 Foster relationships with social service organizations or universities which 

complement Small Steps’ mission to address family needs. 
 Serve as a liaison between parents and community organizations, referring 

and assisting parents in the process. 
 Plan and participate in Parent Education events. 
Teacher Services 
 Provide training to teachers and volunteers on social and emotional 

program. 
 Consult with classroom teachers on behavioral management strategies and 

assist with their implementation.   
Additional Program Support 
 Participate in regularly assigned van routes transporting students to and 

from school. 
 Supervise on field trips for students.

 Experience or training in play therapy and knowledge of early childhood
