Old Business
Current Graduation with Honors Policy

Chair Larry Williams informed the Council that RAR requested language modification to the current
Graduation with Honors Policy regarding clarification of letter grades (A, B, C, D, F vs. I, NR, S, U grades).
He will work with Melanie Snook, Assistant Registrar on catalog language and a draft will be sent to the UC
for input.

Newly-approved Graduation with Honors Policy — 66 Hour Rule (UC 10472 09F, effective fall 1010)

Dr. Larry Williams informed the Council of the latest issue regarding the newly-approved Graduation with
Honors policy.

UC 10472 09F was proposed because the current graduation with honors policy doesn’t accommodate transfer
students - especially with the THECB-mandated 120 hour rule. A few students have vigorously expressed
their input on lowering the last 66 hours during the creation of the proposal. Instead of using the last 66 hours
of coursework to graduate with honors, the hours were reduced to the last 60 hours of coursework. This policy
was further amended by the Undergraduate Council’s Academic Policies & Procedures committee to reduce
the last 60 hours to the last 54 hours and also raise the GPA requirements to be consistent with UH’s peer

institutions.

Since the approval of the amended graduation with honors policy on 11/18/09, the same students who
previously voiced their input petitioned Academic Affairs to make this policy effective fall 2009 so they can
graduate with honors before the official effective date of fall 2010, Academic Affairs was in the process of
reviewing the request to implement the policy in fall 2009 in which students who feel they have substantive
reasons to graduate with honors under the new policy in fall 2009 (instead of under the current graduation with
honors policy) should petition their college. Chair Larry Williams asked if the Council was in agreement to this
carly implementation. A lively discussion among the Council followed.

After much discussion, Council members unanimously rejected the early implementation date and made a
motion for a resolution to keep the new graduation with honors policy effective fall 2010 as intended. Motion



was made by Simon Bott and seconded by Luke Faulkenberry. This resolution was unanimously approved by
the Counci{ based on the highly probable impact of administrative, legal, fairness, and precedence issues on the
University of Houston.

Dr. Williams announced that he would inform Academic Affairs of the UC resolution.
