FFall 2012 cohort has 95.3 percent retention. She thanked faculty for helping boost the numbers. Fall
2011 cohort was 94% retention.

The Office of Scholarships & Financial Aid disbursed around $100 million dollars of financial this
week. SFA expects to disburse about $150 million dollars of financial aid next week.

The online chat service is still a very popular help tool among students.
SFA is returning to annual evaluations and wil] stop mid-year evaluations. Federal laws are limiting
the amount of financial aid to students. Therefore SFA policies/procedures will be undergoing

changes and will become more stringent.
